The Rev. Diana Coberly has been worship-
ping with us for the past year while partici-
pating in the Clinical Pastoral Education
program at UIHC. She has helped us be-
come more aware of how we can be a more
accessible congregation and the barriers
that are still in the way. Diana will be
preaching this morning.
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October 18 is Children’s Sabbath Sunday.
The Children’s Sabbath is a weekend that
aims to unite religious congregations of all
faiths across the nation in shared concern
for children and common commitment to
improving their lives and working for jus-
tice on their behalf. We marked this Sunday
for the first time in 2008 and will do so
again this year.

October 25 is Reformation Sunday. On Oc-
tober 31, 1517, Martin Luther posted 95
Theses on the door of the Wittenberg Castle
Church as an invitation to debate the sale of
indulgences for forgiveness. That event
sparked a movement that eventually led to
the Protestant Reformation. 2009 is the
500t anniversary of the birth of the other
great Reformer, John Calvin. Marilynne
Robinson, who spoke at the Calvin Festival
in Geneva, Switzerland last May, will
preach this morning.

Join us for worship this month to redis-
cover who we are and imagine what we can
become.
